EVENT CONDITIONS: 

1. SWGA Standard Conditions of Play apply.  

2. Players must be female and have a playing membership 

of a SWGA affiliated club and must have been a bona 

fide member of the club they are representing for at 

least three months prior to the commencement of the 

competition.  

3. To qualify, a player must not have played Pennant in 

another Distrct or in Golf Australia Pennant during the 

previous twelve months.   

4. Each club is entitled to enter one team only.  Either 

Division 1 or Division 2.  

5. To be eligible in Division 1, players combined GA 

handicaps must be not less than 20 and not more than 

30, on the day of entry.  Division 2 – Players combined 

GA handicaps must be not less than 30.1 and not more 

than 50 on the day of entry.   

6. In the event of more than 8 teams entering in either 

division, teams with the highest combined GA handicap 

will be balloted out. 

7. Clubs must nominate their team players when entering.  

8. A substitute player will be permitted in the case of illness 

or exceptional circumstances.  The substitute cannot 

lower the combined handicap total of the nominated 

team.  If the substitute plays in two successive matches, 

she shall remain the Player
